The income guidelines for reduced price meals by family size are listed below. Children who are part of households that
receive food stamps (SNAP) or benefits under the Food Distribution Program on Indian Reservations (FDPIR), or
Temporary Assistance to Needy Families (TANF) are automatically eligible to receive free meals.

The Income Guidelines below are to be used for the Summer Food Service Program. These Guidelines are in effect from
July 1, 2020 to June 30, 2021 and change annually.

Sites in the attendance area of a Community Eligibility Provision school are automatically qualified to be enrolled or open sites.
